I would suggest to add the city and country that you reside in to your contact information. That can help the reader of your resume know if you are a local candidate or not.

I am very happy to see that you have this section in your resume! This can be one of the most beneficial parts of a resume that is typically missing. Great job!

I would suggest adding what you want to this section. For example, if you are more interested in transportation engineering than the other civil engineering fields, you could re-write your entry to:
"Highly motivated junior seeking internship experience in transportation engineering. Open to construction, geotechnical, structural and hydraulic civil engineering fields."

The change is small, but this does 2 things: 1) it gives you a better chance of landing an internship in the field you want to gain experience in, and 2) it shows that you have a plan (even if you really don't know which field you want to work in). By keeping in generic (like your original entry) you are telling a potential employer that I will take any internship you will give me, no matter what field it is in. But with a small tweak, you are showing a potential employer that you have an interested area that you want to work in and this internship is a step to one day become an engineer in that field. But you also keep the door open for other opportunities, which is what you were most likely going for anyway.

I would add one or tow roles or responsibilities that you had as Planet Blue Ambassador. Similar to what you have for Peer Mentor.

I would suggest changing the font, color, or adding an underline to your section headings (Summary, Education, Leadership, etc.). Right now, this text is the same as your entry text identifier (University of Michigan, Engineering Student Government, Peer Mentor, etc.).

Being able to quickly and easily distinguish between these two different types of text will make your resume easier to navigate and follow.

I would suggest changing the formatting of your coursework entries. They should be consistent with the format of the rest of your resume.

You could either remove the bold from this text (but keep the italics) so it matches the rest of your resume.

Or you could make these entries bullet points, similar to what you have for your entry for Peer Mentor.

I would suggest changing the formatting of your Computer Skills entries. They should be consistent with the format of the rest of your resume.

You could either make your entry headings (Platforms, Languages, Applications) bold, and then italicize your entries (Windows 7/10, HTML,Microsoft Office).

Or you could make these entries bullet points, similar to what you have for your entry for Peer Mentor.

I would suggest changing the formatting of your Strengths entry. This should be consistent with the format of the rest of your resume.

You could either make your entries in italics.

I would suggest formatting your resume with both options (Bold and italics, or bullet points) and see which one visually looks better, to help make the decision.
