Aaron Schramm was awarded the Section’s 2018 Young Civil
Engineer of the Year Award.

Aaron is an engineer with EMCS in Milwaukee and graduated from the University of Wisconsin-
Milwaukee. He is being recognized for this Award based on the following four criteria:

o Service to the advancement of the profession: Aaron has served in leadership
positions with the ASCE Southeast Branch Younger Member Group, and just completed a
term as President. He is currently the Southeast Branch’s Treasurer and a member of it's
Budget and Finance Committee, and a member of the STEM Expo Planning Committee.

o Evidence of technical competence, responsibility for significant engineering
projects, Integrity, and high professional ethics: Aaron is a licensed professional
engineer in the State of Wisconsin. Recent projects for which Aaron was responsible for
are the STH 11 Reconstruction in Racine, STH 42/57 Reconstruction in Sturgeon Bay, IH
94 Reconstruction in Racine County, and the Memorial Drive Bridge Rehabilitation over
the Root River in Racine.

e Contributions to public service outside of professional career. Aaron has been
actively involved with the organizations: STEM Expo, Hunger Task Force, Milwaukee
Riverkeeper’s Earth Day Cleanup, Future City Competition Judge, Adopt-a-Highway
Volunteer, Special Olympics Volunteer, and WIAA and NCAA Sports Official.

o Other evidence of merit which shall have advanced the Society’s objectives: Aaron
has been an active member of ASCE since his student days. In 2010 he was awarded a
Wisconsin Section Outstanding Senior Civil Engineering Student Award.
