It may seem silly, but add "English" here too, just in case resume software searches for it. If you are fluent in the other languages you listed, feel free to put "fluent" next to them as well! Usually, the four levels of languages are Basic, Conversational, Proficient, and Fluent, so feel free to brag about this if you are very comfortable speaking the language. Otherwise, it looks fine just like this. 


Consider moving the "Education" section to the bottom of your resume. Personally, I think most employers are more interested in your work experience first. I like the order you have for everything else. Experience, Projects, Activities, Skills makes sense. If you wanted, you could also switch places the of Activities and Skills sections to keep all professional work related topics together, but its a minor change either way. 











Consider a "resume summary" one line statement about yourself at the top of your resume, just above your first statement. 

Some people use this as their "objective" statement. But some people don't like the idea of "objective" so they replace it with a single sentence explaining briefly who you are in terms of how you would fit the role you are applying for.  For example "Civil Engineering recent graduate interested in supporting (insert key role for the company you are applying to here)
