The Wisconsin Infrastructure Report Card
Committee is recruiting ASCE members from the Wisconsin Section to join the 2020
effort. Infrastructure Report Cards are our opportunity to communicate our state’s
infrastructure needs and priorities to lawmakers and members of the public.
