I would recommend re-writing this entry. What is your main role with this program? A mentor? Program creator? Starting off the entry with "support" makes it hard to understand your role.

Anytime using an acronym, it is good to spell it out at first. Request for Information (RFI). 

I know this is common to those in the industry, but someone from Human Resources or may be screening resumes may not know what the acronym stands for.

I would spell out the individual trades you wrote reports for. Shows that you have familiarly with different trades.

Consider changing "Realized" to "Performed". This makes this entry easier to understand.

Again, i know that is a common term in the industry, but not everyone may know what it means.

Or "Engineer looking for research opportunities at a university". Or "Engineering student looking for teaching opportunities."

Ideally, this section would change each time you submit your resume, so it would be specific to the opportunity you are applying for.
