I've never been sure whether or not to include a picture in a resume. Personally, most resumes I have seen in the USA do not include them.  This article here suggests that it might be better to remove it for jobs that you apply to in certain countries, including the USA.

I would consider moving the section titled "Project" to the top of your resume, above "Education". Many employers want to see any work you have done first to see if it is relevant to what they are hiring for, and then look further down your resume to see more about you. 


Consider converting your CGPA into a GPA for jobs you are applying to in the USA. I could be wrong, but I am not sure if many employers will know what a good CGPA is, especially if they don't know how many years you have been in school.


Including a one or two line summary of yourself is a good idea, like you did here. Consider changing it so that it includes your degree and interest in supporting the work of the specific company that you are applying to. Something like "Transportation Engineering recent graduate interested in supporting (company here) in the role of (job title or primary responsibility here)" You could include some of what you have already written after this as well. Just try to limit it to 2 sentences. 


I think it is good that you listed your proficiency with each of this languages. 


I don't think "Secondary Education" is necessary for jobs in the USA. This can probably be removed, and replaced with more projects that you took part in during your time in university. If you'd like, you can add your score here under the "Academic Achievements" section that I suggested you make, and explain how well you did there too.


Your "Projects" section is probably your most important section, so I would suggest moving it to the top. If you can think of more work that you took part in, even if it was just lab exercises in school, feel free to add them if they are relevant to positions that you are applying for. Employers are most interested in understanding what your work background is, even if it is an academic setting. 


For jobs in the USA, I am not sure if the significance of the items you have listed in the "Achievements" section will be understood. However, my boss is from India, and when I asked him for a second opinion, he remarked about how good your scores are. His suggestion was to call this section "Academic Achievements" and then quantitatively explain what your scores mean. So, for each test, you could follow each score with "Placed 105th out of about 1 million people" or whatever the correct numbers are, in order to show just how well you did!


Since you have some space left, consider a section for "Accomplishments, Activities, and Awards" if you have any of these things that you would like to share. They can be leadership roles you have taken in hobbies outside of the classroom or events that you have taken part in that highlight some of your skills.
