During the third quarter of 2014 ASCE Miami-Dade Branch has continued to program events catered to our membership. The quarter began with the Florida Section Annual Meeting in Miami and concluded successfully with community service and student related activities. The events that took place between July and September include:
Annual Awards and Installation Banquet:
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The 2014 Miami-Dade Branch ASCE Awards Banquet was held on Wednesday, August 27, 2014 at the Rusty Pelican. The event recognized the efforts and accomplishments of our local award winners, scholarship recipients, life members, and board of directors. The project of the year award went to the Port of Miami Tunnel. The event saw fantastic attendance, with over 150 individuals present and over one dozen sponsors. 
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Mr. Felix Peguero, P.E., represented the Florida Section in installing the new Branch Board of Directors. The President for the 2014-2015 year is Barton J. Fye, with Jose Cueto and Patrick Kaimrajh serving as President-Elect and Vice-President respectively. The 2014 Award’s banquet set an attendance and sponsorship record and provided the incoming board of directors with momentum for the new year. 
Younger Members Crawl the FS Annual Conference and Miami-Dade Branch Social: 
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On July 10th, 2014 the Miami-Dade ASCE Branch organized a Younger Members Social at the Doral Billiards Club. The event was sponsored by RJ Behar and Company, and drew significant participation from younger members and students. The event had the objective of keeping students and younger members engaged over the summer and recruit members to the Branch.

Brickell City Centre is a $1.05 billion mixed-use development. The project site is approximately 9.1 acres and will consist of 5.4 million square feet of office, residential, hotel, retail and entertainment space. 

The Miami-Dade Branch organized a field trip for its members to visit this unique project. The developer (Swire Properties) guided the tour of the construction site and provided very interesting information about the project. A follow up field trip to this project may take place in the future.
