I would suggest adding this to your Employment Experience section, unless you did not get paid for this work, then I would move it under your Volunteer Experience. Being its own section makes it stick out awkwardly.

Elaborate on what the project outcomes and deliverable are. This is a vague statement that does not accurately show the work you contributed. Be as specific as you can.

Before the Education section, I suggest adding an Objective Statement section. This can be 1 to 2 sentences on who you are and what you want in your career.

For example, "Soon to be Civil Engineering graduate looking for an entry-level engineering position focused on structures with an engineering firm."

Ideally, this section of your resume will change for each opportunity you are submitting your resume for.
